I have but one suggestion. Since perceived susceptibility has low reliability (please check the statistics, r=.529 on p.7 but =.692 in Table 1) and the construct does not exert effects in the hypothesized directions, you may consider taking out the measure for the sake of parsimony. It is possible that the subjects are highly familiar with flu (and contracting flu) that the measure does not have enough variance to exert effects statistically.

The authors considered the suggestion of taking ‘perceived susceptibility’ out of the model, but given the fact that we wanted to test the Extended Parallel Process Model, we claim that we should test the model as it is, thus with perceived susceptibility in it. It is indeed true that people are familiar with the seasonal flu and this could explain the finding of the non-significant results for perceived susceptibility. This is mentioned in the discussion section now.
Concerning the statistics: The reliability measure on page 7 is the Pearson r (because perceived susceptibility only has 2 items) but in table 1 the Cronbach’s Alpha is given as SMARTPLS (the program used) always calculates this reliability measure. The fact that Pearson r and α are calculated in a different manner, explains the difference between both reliability measures.
